For the past 17 years (since 1993) the Accommodation Supplement Program has been
improving the housing prospects for people on low incomes who live with serious mental
health challenges in the Downtown Eastside. The Program allows individuals with a
persistent mental health history to receive a maximum of $75.00 per month towards their

I shelter costs and can also be applied to upgrading their amenities with telephone, cooking

capability and cable, etc. Funded by Vancouver Coastal Health Authority, the program has
an annual budget of 518,000 for eligible individuals sponsored by various agencies such as
MPA, Raincity (formerly Triage), Lookout, Strathcona Mental Health and ACT/Bridging.
VISU and 1° United Church also sponsor clients on occasions when the former agencies are
unable to fully utilize their allotted supplements.

This subsidy program is administered by the LivingRoom Drop Witjctentre and
continues to beefit people who are struggling to cover basic living costs, especially
considering the rise in housing expenses. Thisisly allows local Downtown Eastside
residents to afford better living conditions that contribute positively to their overall mental
health, adding stability in their lives.

At the 09/10 fiscal year enda total of$17,951.58was paid in subsidiesThisexpenditure for
the Acconmodation Supplement Program reflected a balanced budget witharginal under
expenditure of $49.42hat will be carried oveto the following fiscal year.

39 individuals 28 men and11 women) received the monthly subsidy this yearhe average
size of subsidy per month £7.00 The majority of the subsidies were applied directly to
rent. A small portion of subsidies were applied to telephone bills and a meal program
included in the recipient’s rent. The following agencies exe able to provide monthly
supplements: Lookout: 15 recipients (38.5%) Rain City. 2 recipients(5.1%) MPA: 4
recipients(10.25%) Riverview Act/Bridging: 3 recipientd7.7%) SMHT 9 recipient§23.1%)

VISU: 4 recipients(10.25%) First United Church: 2 recipient(5.1%) Some people required
assistance for only a few months, while others continue to need a financial supplement for
much longer periods of time (often years39%of the recipients have been on the program
for the past2 years 31%for the past2 to 5 yearsand 10%for the pasts to 14 years

27 people were carried over from the prior fiscal yedp, were added during the year. In
total, 11 people left the program this year. Of those that le3tmoved to cheaper rent3
moved to ssidized housing], started receiving an incomé&,moved to treatment in another
city, 1 refused to accept continuing subsidies aBdrecipients were evicted from their
accommodations. At year end?l@ people were receiving an AccommodatiSaopplement.

The Program will continuetim 2011 to assist mentally ill people, who consider the DTES their
preferred community to liveenabling them to lead healthier lives and resideséfier living
conditions.
